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Urglaawe Statement on George Floyd (and way too many others) By Robert L. Schreiwer 

 When you see evil, recognize it as evil, and do not give your enemies peace. 

 - Hávamál 127 

We in Distelfink Sippschaft and in all of Urglaawe recognize the need to acknowledge current events -- the deaths of several Black Americans at the hands of police and vigilantes, the outpouring of grief and anger that has, at the time of this writing, erupted in every US state as well as several other cities worldwide. This public grief has been met by an escalation in police violence. 



These deaths are not isolated incidents. They reflect a broader and deeply embedded dysfunction. The deaths of George Floyd, Breonna Taylor, Tony McDade, Ahmaud Arbery, Atatiana Jefferson, Kayla Moore, Philando Castile, Sandra Bland and others, are part of the same pattern of racism and violent disregard for Black lives that killed Trayvon Martin, Tamir Rice, Michael Brown, and Eric Garner -- whose final words, "I can't breathe," echo louder than ever with George Floyd's death. 



And these are just the people we know of, who make headlines and hashtags. 



It is easy to denounce the obvious examples of racism, it's inadequate, especially as Heathens, to stop there. The historical context of Heathenry includes racist and nationalistic uses of the source material we often rely on. As current practitioners, we therefore inherit a responsibility to repair the damage done--to our faith, to the targets of the violence it was exploited for, and to those who suffer at the hands of the broader systemic racism that allowed these damaging movements to exist in the first place. 
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If we are to honor gods of justice, gods of wisdom, and gods of strength, then we must take an active role: in demanding justice, seeking wisdom, and finding the strength within ourselves and each other to turn towards this effort. 



The victims of this brutality were our fellow citizens. Their lives still matter. Their pain still matters. 



Those of us who are of Caucasian descent (many of whom were not considered  to be “White” until our numbers were needed to keep the establishment in power) need to shake ourselves loose from the contentment that has been abetting this oppression and to see how it is destroying the integrity of the African-American community. What harms that community tears at the fabric of our whole society, because the African-American community IS America. Our fates are bound together, and we need to stop watching as our institutions continue to perpetrate these crimes against our own people. 



It’s time to put an end to this systemic racism and to force our police and leaders to adhere to the laws that they enforce for everyone else. 



Today, Black Lives Matter and other groups joined together to organize a peaceful, highly inclusive march through Bristol Borough, Pennsylvania. At one point during that march, a lone, female voice cried out: 



“WHAT WAS HIS NAME?” 

THE MARCHERS RESPONDED, “GEORGE FLOYD!” 



The calls back and forth of “What was his name?” and “Say it louder!” were reprised later with the names of others who lost their lives to police brutality.  These exchanges alone were powerful. Too many names. Too many lives snuffed out. 



The march ended in the shadow of the Harriet Tubman memorial statue at Bristol Wharf.  Here, Tubman continues to point the oppressed to the North — to the safe houses and hinterland farms of her Underground Railroad. 



Alas, even here in the North, justice can be elusive. 



We must do better, folks, or the dreams and visions of the wisest of our forebears, including those of Tubman, will be rendered asunder. 



As Urglaawer we are charged by our goddesses and gods to call out the evil actions in our midst. Let us join together with all people of good conscience to tell our leaders and our law enforcement that enough is too much! This must end now!

Ziegdaag

Ziegdaag is an Urglaawe observance derived from the old Deitsch Moving Day, which typically fell on April 1, so Ziegdaag for Urglaawer begins at sunset on March 31. 



We are currently in an unprecedented transition time on a global level. Everyone is impacted, and some of the adjustments are difficult to make. As the COVID-19 virus continues to spread, things might continue to get more difficult to cope with. Enter Ziegdaag. 



Ziegdaag was (and in some places still is) the “moving day,” when tenant farmers and other business operators who rented their shops packed up to move to a new location. It was a very big deal, as many families would be moving at the same time, leading to crowded roads, families helping each other, and a general; fast pace to get things accomplished before sunset. 



Der Ziegdaag is about change or transformation in all aspects: the need for change, the fear of change, the agents of change, those who think outside of the box, trickster figures, sagacious figures who solve problems, escape from traps or change the world. This is about change in all forms, from the weather to the way in which one views oneself. This year, I would like to strongly advise participants to consider the changes that are emerging with the shutdowns, quarantines, and curfews. What will life be like on the other side of this crisis? Thinking about it actually makes me a little frightened, to be honest, but there are realities that we as individuals, as part of communities, as nations, and as inhabitants of Earth that we will have to go through as part of the recovery from this disruption in our daily lives. 



Now is the time to use emerging information and to attempt to plan for the worst, while striving for the best. All of this, of course, sounds great, or even easy on paper; it’s not. For many of us, this time is going to really suck. It is important that we all prepare ourselves as much as possible for the trauma. It is normal and ok to feel scared, angry, lost, and depressed. Give yourself the time to recognize the harm that this disruption is doing to you as an individual. Some might find themselves having to grieve the life that they used to know. Go through the process; let it out. Then, over a few days, begin to remind yourself that what you are feeling is normal, but those emotions must begin to take a back seat to 3 
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recovery efforts. The coping mechanisms will be different for different people, but perhaps readers can share ideas about how they are coping with the crisis. Shadow work, like this, is an ongoing process. 



Otherwise, observance pairs nicely with April Fool’s Day and the unpredictable weather of this particular time of year. In terms of the Lewesraad, or the wheel of the year, this represents the time of transition from childhood into adolescence, when change is difficult and awkward, yet it is a part of life that we must go through. 

Lenzbutzerei and Preparation for Wonnenacht

Although the cosmos are not beholden to our calendar, observances are important, and calendars help us to keep attuned to the cycles of the world we live in. The Lenzbutzerei, or Spring Cleaning, begins with Entschtanning on February 2, runs through Oschdret, and ends on Wonnenacht, which starts at sunset on April 30. 



Wonnenacht is the observance of Holle's return to this realm, of the end of the Wild Hunt, and the beginning of the Bright Half of the year. As Wonnenacht draws nearer, this question was posted to the main Urglaawe Facebook group: 



So, we are cleaning and organizing, for 

Holle’s return; my question is; is here [sic]

The items listed below are not exhaustive (other 

buildings on the property, including barns, 

would be included) but were drawn from 

many responses in interviews with 

Braucherei and Hexerei practitioners. Having 

had a jam-packed house myself for many 

years, the matter of Spring Cleaning was 

always somewhat stressful for me. The issue 

is that our folklore states that the Wild Hunt 

passes through the homes on the final leg of its journey, and there must be unimpeded passage from one end of the house to the other. Cleanliness is of particular note. Clutter to be set aside to make room for the parade of spirits to come through, but the presence of the clutter is secondary to the effort to put clutter in order. 



As a general rule: If you think you have a clutter problem, then you probably do. It does not need to be resolved all at once or even in one season. Any problem that one has that is known yet not addressed can become a burden over time. It took me a few years to resolve the clutter issues in my home to the point where I am comfortable having people come in, and that effort was initiated as part of Lenzbutzerei. Much of this process is about intention and effort. 
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So, here's what our list consists of: 

  Floors are to be swept free of dirt and debris. 

  Paths through the house are to be free of obstacles. The path could have books and magazines stacked, narrowing the walkway, but as long as none of those books or magazines are actually in the walking area, it meets the letter of the law. 

  Items that can easily fall or be knocked over should be moved to a safer space. 

  Items need to be donated or removed that you have known for three years (some say six, which I support, because six has some “sacred disposal aspects to it) are no longer useful yet you hold into thinking, but I might need this someday.” 

  All dishes, pots, pans, etc., cleaned and put away. 

  Oven cleaned. This would include microwaves, toasters, toaster ovens, etc. 

  Clean the inside and outside of other appliances, including refrigerators; check dishwasher, washer and dryer. 

  Windows cleaned (safety is a factor to consider) and opened with signs welcoming Holle. 

  Clean the bathroom. 

  Dust furniture. Urglaawer should also dust their altars. 

  Porches swept. This is tied to April 29 on the solar calendar but for Urglaawer it would be by sunset on April 30. 

  You do not need to do everything in the house, but try to do a bit more than you think you can. 



Align disposal with the Lenzbutzerei season that begins at Entschtanning and ends at Wonnenacht.  This means almost three months to work on getting things into minimum order. This time is principally about cleaning up the physical environment, but the physical, emotional, mental, and spiritual are all related. 



At the opposite end of the calendar in October is Allelieweziel, where there is another major observance related to disposal, thought that tends to focus on the final removal of poor habits and items or events that weigh us down. 



As each season approaches, make the cleaning an expression of your spirituality. It may take a few years to finish it, but as you see the changes, you might find yourself feeling empowered. 

En Hexeschpiggel

A Hexeschpiggel ("witches mirror") is a protective item that one may carry on oneself or keep static in the home. Any mirror will suffice. Some people also use ornamental glass balls for the same purpose in one's yard. A Hexeschpiggel is fairly easy to make with simple intention to function as a static, sympathetic protection charm. You may use an actual mirror, a pendant of glass, or some stones such as quartzite. 



Typically one places the Hexeschpiggel flat on a table, and places one’s own fluid (saliva is ample) in a triangle form, starting in a clockwise pattern staring at a point farthest from oneself (one's body should be on a side of the triangle, not at a point). Thus, one of the points would be on the opposite end your body. Draw the first line down on 5 
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the mirror toward the right, then the second line will form the angle to your right and go off to the left. 

Then the third line will go from your left back to the originating point, which is the point that represents the casting back of any negative energy. 



Below is one chant that has been passed to me by Hexerei practitioners. Typically the chant is said in groups of three, while continuing to draw the triangle. The items in brackets [ ] represent two slightly different versions of this same charm that were presented by the practitioners.

Vorgenger – Forbearers

Urglaawe (and all of modern Heathenry) needs to develop its own set of revered forbearers, heroes, catalysts, etc.; regardless of their ethnicity, gender, sexual orientation, or their own religious identity. 



We have some already, such as Franz Daniel Pastorius, who led the Great Migration. We also have Mountain Mary, who identified as Christian, yet certainly brought down plenty of lore with Heathen roots. Often, though, we are loath to ascribe role model status to anyone in the current era because we are all flawed, and our flaws can lead to a shake-up in how we are perceived by the public. 

For Urglaawer, many of the candidates for these titles are going to be connected to one Christian church or another. There is no way around this fact, and, to be honest, it does not matter. They were still fulfilling roles that were critical to the identity that we bear today. 



Yesterday, I was doing some research and stumbled across a link to a book, which I actually have in hardcover copy. This book is about a woman named Elsie Singmaster, who was actually a cousin (probably 1st once removed or a second cousin) of my great-grandfather. Singmaster was an influential storyteller and brings with her writings many insights into the mid-19th through mid-20th century Deitsch culture from a woman's perspective. 
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BOOK DESCRIPTION: 

At the turn of the twentieth century, American popular literary magazines and journals pulsed with local-color fiction, seeking to satisfy a national hunger for American identity. Anxiety over increasing numbers of “new stock” immigrants—and the changing face of an industrializing America—gave rise to greater popular interest in stories with a simple focus on localized folk culture and 

“old stock” immigrant tradition. In the footsteps of writers like Harriet Beecher Stowe and Sarah Orne Jewett, the Pennsylvania German writings of Elsie Singmaster emerged to great popularity and acclaim. 



Born and raised in the Pennsylvania German tradition, Elsie Singmaster wrote extensively over the first half of the twentieth century. Through her intimate knowledge of the community, Singmaster exposed the nation’s expanding readership to Pennsylvania German beliefs, culture, and distinct dialect without denigrating the community or resorting to stereotypes. She believed that the Pennsylvania Germans embodied the best of the nation’s ideals, and she crafted her characters and stories to participate in the national dialogue about immigration, development, and the definition of a hardworking middle-class sensibility grounded in Old World traditions. While Singmaster’s work fell out of sight as the century wore on, her writings remain a significant contribution to the study of both Pennsylvania German history, culture, and literature of the last century. This volume restores to print sixteen of Singmaster’s short stories, reintroducing these important works into a new context of American development.

Wonnezeit Trees, Shrubs, and Plant Blessings

Wonnezeit is an observance of the fertility and fecundity of the land. We tend to focus on particular annual mile stones, such as Wonnenacht and the Frost Giants' attack, that mark the beginning of the season and reference points in lore. We focus on the Gwetschebaam (roughly a Maypole) and on the general awakening of the land. However, within these overarching themes are smaller, more localized events and observance that form the building blocks of the celebration. 



For instance, why do we call our cognate of 

a Maypole a Gwetschebaam? A 

Gwetschebaam is literally a plum tree. Plum 

trees bloom in winter and are among the 

earliest trees to bear fruit here in 

Pennsylvania. Very likely the situation is the 

same in the lands whence our forebears 

had come. Rituals of honoring and blessing 

of fruiting trees have been conducted by 

Germanic tribes (and many others, besides) 

since times immemorial. The legacy of these practices includes common Apple Blossom and Cherry Blossom festivals, but they are an echo of the rituals of the past. Other traditions survive in May Day 7 
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customs; for Deitsch folks, this comes down to the ritual honoring of the plum tree (Gwetschebaam) as a focal point of Wonnefescht on the first day of May. 



Here is a starter list that was derived from the input of quite a few sources. Not every region has all of these items, and there are many other plants and trees local to all of us (regardless of where you are located on this great planet) whose forms and spirits must be honored. These dates are general because they are derived from a temperate climate which can result in wide variations of the appearance of blooms and blossoms from year to year. To make these rituals more meaningful in function and purpose, they should be adjusted to meet local trees and plants blossoming, blooming, and harvesting dates. 



UPDATE: The Linden Blessing is more appropriately placed on Night/Day 4 of Wonnezeit, in recognition of the myth's reference to the Parade of Spirits stopping at Hexefeld first (where, at Holle's command, Gedreier Eckhart sleeps within the bark of a linden tree). 



UPDATED LIST: 

The reckoning below pairs the solar and lunar calendar. The first date should be read as "sunset on May 

# is Urglaawe May #." For example, in the first entry, sunset on April 30 is Urglaawe May 1. 

  April 30-May 1: Plum Blessing and Harvest 

  May 1-2: Dogwood Harvest - Dogwood is a medicinal tree that is one of the Nine Sacred Herbs of Braucherei, hence also of Urglaawe. 

  May 2-3: Pawpaw Bloom and Blessing 

  May 3-4: Linden Bloom and Blessing [observing Gedreier Eckhart at Hexefeld] 

  May 4-5; Crabapple and Apple Blossom / Apple Tree Blessings 

  May 5-6: Hawthorn Bloom and Blessing 

  May 6-7: Magnolia Bloom and Blessing 

  May 7-8: Blueberry and Huckleberry Pruning and Honoring (second-year plants have all budding flowers cut back). 

  May 8-9: Blueberry and Huckleberry Blossom - all remaining blueberry and huckleberry bushes are blessed [Observing the Hexedanz at Hexebarrick] 

  May 9-10: Cherry Bloom and Blessing 

  May 10-11: Serviceberry Bloom and Blessing 

  May 11-12: Strawberry Bloom and Blessing; Asparagus Harvest Festivals Catnip – Es Katzegraut

One of my friends started a new garden this year, and stray cats in her neighborhood completely trashed the Catnip that she had planted. This matched my first experience with Catnip over a decade ago. I have experimented with a few different options for dealing with this problem: "Set it and they'll get it; sow and they won't know." 
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Anecdote from my experience:  When I first started gardening, I planted a Catnip (Nepeta cataria) plant that had a solid season. The next year during Spring cleanup, I uprooted the plant, so it never came back. So, I acquired more plants, and they did well... for about 20 hours. I came out to my backyard and startled the stray cat (who now lives with us strictly indoors) we have named Mama. She had totally trashed all the Catnip plants that we set. It was a catnip carnage. So I tried setting a plant in a hanging pot. That worked sufficiently, but that summer was brutal, and the soil would dry out rapidly, so the plant withered quickly. I usually have at least one plant in a container each year, though. 



The next season I tried a combination of sowing and setting into the ground. I set small plants right at the May 15 

threshold. The smaller plants were easier to handle without damaging them than were the larger plants. I planted them in the middle of Daabnessel (Purple Deadnettle) stands that were fading out for the season. 



This has worked for me every season. I think the trick is to avoid, as much as possible, doing any damage to the Catnip plant that would cause the volatile oil to be exposed to open air in a sufficient quantity. Speaking from my experience only, Daabnessel serves as a companion plant in a couple of ways: the texture and appearance of the leaves that branch from the stem are similar to Catnip, but the aroma is far earthier. Daabnessel grows widely on its own throughout Pennsylvania, so most of us probably do not need to cultivate it; we can just use what is already there. Daabnessel also releases its oils and aroma at least as easily as Catnip, so, if the Catnip is set among the Daabnessel, the Daabnessel aroma might mask the Catnip aroma. They are both Mints and, while Daabnessel can grow rapidly and aggressively, its spring season is fading out when Catnip's is coming in. Catnip requires space, as the plants grow, I pare back the dying Daabnessel. 

Setting stakes or dowels around a set Catnip plant won't stop a cat from finding the plant and eating the aerial parts, but it will make it more difficult for the cat roll on the plant or to uproot it, which increases the chances of a set plant surviving. 



Another great companion plant for Catnip, also from the Mint family, is Hyssop (Hyssopus officinalis), which can often be found in white and blue subspecies. The two plants, Catnip and Hyssop, improve the conditions for each other. Hyssop is a critical ingredient for one of my salves, so I appreciate the relationship between the two. 



Usually, a few volunteer Catnip plants show up in June from last year’s seeds sowing themselves. Those volunteers often turn up in areas where plants in the Brassica (Mustard) family are growing, which is (for me) in garden beds where there are remnants of Pennsylvania Bittercress (Cuckooflower), but I try to keep the Cuckooflower out of the main garden beds because it just takes over. However, the companion status between Catnip and the Brassicas covers pretty much anything in the Mustard family. Catnip deters many of the pests (particularly the flea beetle) that attack Brassicas. Catnip can also serve as a good protector of plants in the Gourd (Curcurbit) family by deterring pests like the squash beetle. 



Setting Catnip among other fragrant plants can increase the likelihood of survival. Lavender and Rosemary have worked sufficiently for me, but the one that seemed to do the single best job was 9

Pennyroyal (Mentha pulegium) which is a "true mint." The distantly related American Pennyroyal is (Hedeoma pulegioides) and would work too. I experimented with setting a medium-sized Catnip plant that had to be moved among three Pennyroyal plants. Pennyroyal has a distinct fragrance that is released easily, and it is, to my sense of smell, more volatile than is Catnip. Unfortunately, there is conflicting information out there about whether Pennyroyal is toxic to cats, and mounting evidence leads me to be hyper-cautious about placing an enticement amid potential poison. 



Construction at my house this year resulted in the loss of my sole Rue (Ruta graveolens) plant. Rue is also said to be good deterrent to cats, but the area it was in was too small for Catnip to share the space. 

This is the weekend I will be acquiring starter plants or sowing seeds, so I may replace the Rue in the same place and then get another plant or two to test its success with protecting Catnip up in the cemetery. 



Another option that many choose, for ornamental purposes primarily, is to plant a Catmint (Deitsch: der Katzebalsem; tax; Nepeta spp. other than cataria but especially Nepeta racemosa, Nepeta nepetella, and hybrids of the two). Most Catmints won't be attractive to cats, so the plants will typically thrive. 

However, this also means that it is not "true" Catnip (which is not a hybrid). While I actually like the smell of Catmint, I stick to Catnip because it has more medicinal value to me and because I grow Catnip for my feline overlords. I was given a Catmint plant once (and I am not kidding when I say I dig the aroma of it), but I had to keep it in a container because of the likelihood of it hybridizing with my Catnip plants was way too high. 



So, this weekend is a great time to sow Catnip seeds directly and to transplant (carefully) seedlings or small plants into the ground. 

Summeraafang

This Sege celebrates the beginning of summer, Summeraafang, which is also called Midsummer. It is the longest day of the year. Although we often try to frame this day as representing the victory of light over darkness, the reality is that both light and darkness play important roles in our lives, in the world, and the Universe around us. Being attuned to the cycles of life, and the rhythms that guide the streams of life, is an important facet of Urglaawe philosophy. In the dead of winter, we are typically isolated and introspective. Deitsch tradition tells us that at those times we are to assess ourselves, our deeds, our desires, and to find ways to improve our lives. 



We are now on the opposite end of the year. We have planted the seeds for things we have set out to do, whether it be growth, change, or even increased stability. This is the time to enjoy life: to be social, to reach out to others, and strengthen the bonds of community -- to revel in the miracles and wonders of life and everything that it has to offer. This is a time to look at the things in life that weigh us down and to recognize that we must not allow burdens to cause the joys of life to pass us by. Look for signs that guide us towards an understanding of the reasons that things, good and bad, happen and what role the events, people, change, emotions, etc., will play in the next phase of our lives. If nothing else, for one day, or for a few hours, let go of the burdens… Celebrate life with the people who have gathered here in common purpose. Pick up a percussion instrument and join the rhythm! 
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As one might expect, at Summeraafang we honor the goddess Sunna.  Sunna is not the “goddess of the sun” or simply “the sun” per se. Instead, Sunna is the goddess whom we see in the life-giving sunlight. 

While we also may hail the rain deities, Dunner and Fro, today we will recognize the twin abundance gods of the Ase: Volla and Her twin brother, Voll. 



Volla is sometimes referred to as the sister or handmaiden of Frigg and she is also associated with a Romanized name of Abundanzia. Both names, Volla (Fulla) and Abundanzia, reveal what our ancestors saw in Her: bounty, fullness, abundance. In most cases, we would assume that this refers more to physical objects, such as crops and wealth. Indeed, this perception is correct. However, today the fullness upon which we are to focus is that of community and of life. 



Perhaps more mysterious is Voll, known through the Second Merseburg Incantation (Charm) as Phol. In earlier eras, it was believed that Phol was Balder, the son of Wudan and Frigg. However, current thinking is that Phol's name, when spelled as Voll, reflects a twin relationship with Volla, and that He is therefore a brother of Volla and Frigg.
