Zusaagpflicht - An Ongoing 

Conversation

The Zusaagpflicht plays a key role in successful food harvests. 



This Sacred Duty, or Sacred Promise is something that all of us can work towards. In many regards, Urglaawe is an animistic religion; the Zusaagpflicht at its very heart teaches us that we are are not above the plants, animals, or minerals with whom we share this realm, but rather we are in concert with them - as they thrive, so do we. This ethical agreement or contract reminds us that if we are not just in our dealings with these non-human people, the fallout will harm not just the animals, or plants, but also ourselves. 

Another major part of the Zusaagpflicht is the honoring of sacrifice which the plants, animals, and minerals make so that they, and we, may survive and thrive. Honoring that sacrifice can take many actions, from thanking the plant as you pick a tomato, to walking out onto the porch and telling your potted plants that they’re amazing, to eating mindfully and making the food choices that not only fit your budget, but also make the least negative impact in terms of carbon usage and packaging. The Zusaagpflicht is the equivalent of frith towards non-human people, and as such it ties directly into Stewardship, and helps us live more determined lives, which is key to advancing humanity through this age.

That said, it is not an “all or nothing” contract; it is a mindful living, recognizing that all of us have different impacts and abilities to make changes; it is a gradual progression, just like humanity’s advancement towards where the Gods were at the beginning of this age. None of us uphold this contract ‘perfectly’, indeed it may not be possible to do so, but all of us can make mindful choices and get better at being in community with our plant, mineral, and animal brethren.
